Stages of construction
1. Laying the temporary water supply network

= Network installation done by a specialized firm
supervised by the Public Works Department.

= No anticipated service interruptions, but possible
variations in pressure may occur.

=  Property connection done via an external water
outlet on the building.

Residents will receive documentation in
advance on installing and managing the
temporary network.
